IN THE MATTER OF APPROVING EXTENSION NO. 2 TO THE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE DELAWARE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS AND CENTRAL OHIO CONTRACTORS, INC. FOR DELAWARE COUNTY SOLID WASTE TRANSFER STATION OPERATION, HAULING AND DISPOSAL SERVICES:
It was moved by Mrs. Lewis, seconded by Mr. Merrell to approve the following:
Whereas, Central Ohio Contractors, Inc. entered into a service agreement with the Delaware County Board of Commissioners on November 24, 2014, per Resolution No. 14-1364, to provide for the operation of the Solid Waste Transfer Station, and hauling and disposal of waste services; and

Whereas, the Agreement covered the period from December 1, 2014 through May 31, 2017; and

Whereas, the terms of the agreement allow for the contract to be renewed for one year periods up to two additional years total; and 

Whereas, Extension No. 1 to the agreement was approved in session on May 11, 201,7 per Resolution No. 17-502, and covered the period from June 1, 2017 through May 31, 2018; and

Whereas, the County wishes to extend the contract for an additional one year period from June 1, 2018 to May 31, 2019; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of County Commissioners approve a one year extension of the Agreement with Central Ohio Contractors, Inc. for the operation of the Solid Waste Transfer Station, and hauling and disposal of waste services:
EXTENSION No. 2 

Delaware county solid waste transfer station operation, hauling and disposal services contract
This Amendment No. 2 to the Original Agreement dated November 24, 2014 is made and entered into this 3rd day of May, 2018, by and between the Delaware County Board of Commissioners, Delaware County, Ohio, 101 North Sandusky Street, Delaware, Ohio 43015 (“County”), and Central Ohio Contractors, Inc., 2879 Jackson Pike, Grove City, Ohio 43123 (“Contractor”) (hereinafter collectively referred to as the “Parties”).
ARTICLE 1 – EXTENSION
Pursuant to “Section 4 – Term” of the Original Agreement, the Parties mutually agree to a one year extension to the contract term as provided for in “Section 4 – Term” of the Original Agreement.  This is the second, and final, extension for the option of two separate one-year extensions by mutual agreement of the Parties.
