



TROY TOWNSHIP, DELAWARE COUNTY
Regular meeting minutes
May 18, 2020
Regular Meeting called to order at 8:00 p.m.

Roll call: Trustees Earl Lehner, Doug Price and Mark Malcom were present along with Fiscal Officer Sharon Malcom.  Zoning Inspector excused due to COVID-19.
Approval and/or amendment(s) to the agenda 
*Trustee Price made a motion, seconded by Trustee Malcom to accept the agenda with the following addendums:  Doug Price – 2020 Road Contract, Zoning Commission person, Zoning Secretary; Trustee Malcom – Delhi Estimate.

Roll Call:  All voting yes, the motion passed.  
Approval and/or amendment(s) to the minutes 

*Trustee Price made a motion, seconded by Trustee Malcom to approve April 20, 2020 meeting minutes with the following correction:  omit language stating pea gravel was on Schnees property and also wording that it was donated.
Roll Call:  All voting yes, the motion passed.  

Open Comments:  Carolyn Nye, from the Delaware County Health Dept.  talked about the material on the website for the coronavirus from the Health Dept.  They are constantly trying to keep updated on new developments.  They have received a few complaints on businesses and also quarantine questions/complaints.  

Zoning Inspector report – Zoning Inspector Lehner report is attached to these minutes.  Per Trustee Price 

he wrote one permit and accepted a variance.

Trustee’s reports – Trustees Lehner, Price, and Malcom provided monthly work reports that are attached to these minutes.  
Trustee Price inquired about a request from John Runyan regarding duplicate copies of deeds for Bella (?) Runyan.  FO Malcom could not remember doing that recently but will check.  Trustee Price stated he thought it was earlier this year.

Trustee Malcom said new sign is installed at cemetery.  Trustee Price recommended a new surveillance sign be put there.

Cemetery report –  Dale Woods, Cemetery Sexton’s, report is attached as part of these minutes.  
Fire District report – Mr. Lehner reported on the status of discussions for a new firehouse and updated on new engine.  State could possibly purchase old site but that could change.
Trustee Price reported about talking with County Administration on possible internet for Township Hall.  In order for Spectrum to do it would be approximately $10,000 to run infrastructure from Main Road to the township hall.  FO Malcom had also talked with Spectrum and it was not available in our area.  Only providers would be AT & T mobile and Hughes Net.  Trustees were interested in being able to provide internet to this area of the township and would like to explore further.

Fiscal Officer Report
Trustees reviewed warrant register for May 2020 along with bank reconciliation for April 2020. They also reviewed May 2020 fund balance summary for their review and approval.
*Trustee Price made a motion to approve payment of warrants, bank reconciliation and financial reports as presented by the Fiscal Officer. Trustee Malcom seconded the motion.

Roll Call: All voting yes, the motion passed.

Discussion Items

FO Malcom discussed the following revenue areas that may be impacted by the pandemic: 







Interest 







Gas Tax







Auto Tag







Permissive







Local Govt.

Some estimates on gas tax as high as 20% reduction but May payment was not as low as expected so will wait until further in year.  The State budget will provide a better picture once it is passed for local government. May have property tax reduction due to delinquencies; will know better in September when bills are due.
Considering state and local budget situation discussion of possible reductions this fiscal year:

*Trustee Price moved, seconded by Trustee Malcom to reduce number of publications of newsletter by 1 to 2 -  savings $1,000

Roll Call:  All voting yes, the motion passed.  

*Trustee Price moved, seconded by Trustee Malcom to contract with Delhi Landscape at an amount of $1,666 for landscaping where former outbuilding was razed and as outlined in estimate.

All voting yes, the motion passed.

*Trustee Price moved, seconded by Trustee Malcom to postpone improvements at Township Hall – for landscaping not under contract or scheduled  – est $3,400.
Roll Call:  All voting yes, the motion passed.  

Other areas discussed but no action at this time:

Reduce road mowing to no more than 2 times this year – est savings $800; however will look at cost savings on how each road is mowed
Elimination of conferences – est savings $500

Reduce maximum hours per month for cemetery sexton to 25. 
There was discussion around stump grindings at Marlboro and Pleasant Hill Cemeteries when talk of limiting cemetery sexton hours. Trustee Malcom believed when the work was approved it included removing the grindings.  Trustees Price and Lehner indicated it was not and why the quote was so low.  The plan to remove the grindings would be to have cemetery sexton do it along with trustees.

Old Business

With regard to invoice received by Schnees Escavating dated May, 2019 and sent to Township May, 2020.  There was no purchase order issued or official authorization by the Trustees.  Trustee Price talked with Schnees about the invoice  and Trustee Price commented why it was not questioned when it was being performed. FO Malcom discussed receiving an email from Schnees stating that they had talked with someone at the township to go ahead with the work and bill the township later. There was no recollection of this discussion being made by township officials, in particular billing later. Trustee Price mentioned to Schnees the township thought the stone was being donated. Schnees would like to just be paid for the cat hoe work.    After considerable discussion and because the cat hoe work had been done, the Trustee’s proposed the following settlement:

*Trustee Price moved, seconded by Trustee Malcom to approve the following:
This agreement is to settle a matter involving miscommunication for work performed on May 1, 2019  as per invoice #7533 and sent to Troy Township on April 7, 2020. Troy Township will agree to pay  amount listed at $1,250 for cat hoe, cut & move dirt, level stone at township hall parking lot. Accordingly, Schnees  agrees that any future work performed for Troy Township will only be paid as per prior purchase order signed by fiscal officer and trustees.  Any future work will not be paid unless purchase order is properly executed. 

Payment of $1,250 will be considered paid in full and will be paid upon receipt of above agreement.

Motion passed.
*Trustee Price moved, seconded by Trustee Malcom to employ Kevin Green to install signs from grant at the rate of $15.00 per hour.

All voting yes, the motion passed.

Trustee Price can get pounder from County for $50 per two week use.  Trustee Lehner will try to help when he can.
FO Malcom discussed insurance policy with regard to report issued on loss liability review and areas needed addressed.  Trustee Malcom will take care of first aid kits (Ms. Nye offered her expertise on this area)  Trustee Price will take care of reporting maintenance plan on vehicles (FO Malcom will provide him with invoices) and FO Malcom will address BMV reports on employees driving our vehicles.

*Trustee Price moved, seconded by Trustee Malcom to purchase first aide and tourniquet kits are required by Ohio Plans.

All voting yes, the motion passed.

Trustee Lehner inquired about new maintenance building being on our cemetery policy and is it listed correctly and also new sign.  FO Malcom will check with Rinehart Insurance.

*Trustee Price moved, seconded by Trustee Malcom to approve the 2020 Road Improvement Contract awarded to Shelly and Sands for $67,800.

Roll Call:  All voting yes, the motion passed.  

Trustee Price also mentioned the microseal work from last year for Case Rd. not able to be completed   may be new contractor this year because of new vendor.  FO Malcom said once know will need board approval.
Trustee Lehner asked about work last year on Troutman Road because of road damage from a private party.  FO also inquired with Del Cty.  Trustee Price will check.

*Trustee Malcom moved, seconded by Trustee Price to authorize purchase of carnations for Memorial Day at Marlboro Cemetery.

Roll Call:  All voting yes, the motion passed.
Trustee Lehner will see that the carnations are placed on graves.

RESOLUTION NO. 2020-013

BOARD OF TRUSTEES

TROY TOWNSHIP, DELAWARE COUNTY, OHIO

A RESOLUTION ADOPTING NUISANCE ABATEMENT PROCEDURES AS PROVIDED FOR IN OHIO REVISED CODE SECTION 505.87 
The Board of Trustees of Troy Township, Delaware County, Ohio met in regular session on the 18th day of May, 2020 with the following members present:  

Trustee Earl Lehner, Trustee Mark Malcom and Trustee Doug Price. 
Trustee Price moved the adoption of the following Resolution:

WHEREAS, pursuant to O.R.C. Section 505.87 a Township Board of Trustees may provide for the abatement, control, or removal of vegetation, garbage, refuge, and other debris; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Township Trustees of Troy Township, Delaware County, Ohio believe that it is in the best interest of Troy Township to adopt procedures in accordance with O.R.C. Section 505.87 to abate, control or remove nuisances in Troy Township. 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Troy Township Board of Trustees to enact the following nuisance abatement policy and procedure as follows:

A. Policy

It is the policy of Troy Township to encourage property owners to voluntarily maintain their property in a nuisance free condition. When the Board of Trustees determines that a property owner(s)’ maintenance of vegetation, garbage, refuse or other debris constitutes a nuisance, the Board of Trustees may take appropriate action to abate the nuisance.
B. Nuisance Definition

Nuisance condition may be determined to exist if vegetation, garbage, refuse or other debris is kept in such a manner that causes damage, annoyance, inconvenience, blight, and/or effects the health, safety and welfare of adjacent residents or properties. 

C. Procedure

1. Upon information that a nuisance condition exists, the Board of Trustees will make cause to inspect the property. If the Board of Trustees finds a possible nuisance condition to exist, notice to the owner(s) of such property and all lien holders of record shall be made to attend a public hearing, where the Board of Trustees will determine if the property owner(s)’ maintenance of vegetation, garbage, refuse or other debris constitutes a nuisance. Notification of said public hearing will be made in the following manner:
a. By certified mail and regular mail with certification of mailing, or

b. Posting on property in question and regular mail with certification of mailing, or 

c. Hand delivery to owner(s) or lien holder, or

d. If the owner(s) address is unknown and cannot be reasonably obtained, it shall be sufficient to publish the notice once in a newspaper of general circulation in the Township.

2. The notice of public hearing shall contain:

a. The date, time and location of the public hearing;

b. The location and tax parcel number  of the  property containing the alleged nuisance;

c. A description of the alleged nuisance;

d. That the property owner(s) may appear at said hearing and present evidence and/or witnesses on his/her behalf; and

e. That the property owner(s) may be represented by an attorney at said hearing; 

f. That if the Board of Trustees determines that the property owner(s)’ maintenance of vegetation, garbage, refuse or other debris constitutes a nuisance, the Board will cause said nuisance to be abated or removed as provided below.

D. If the Board of Trustees determines at the public hearing, based upon the evidence presented therein, that a nuisance exists, the Board of Trustees shall notify the property owner(s) and any holders of liens of record upon the land, that: 
1. That the Board of Trustees has determined, after public hearing, that a nuisance exists on the property;

2. The property owner(s) is ordered to abate, control or remove the vegetation, garbage, refuse or debris; and

3. If such vegetation, garbage, refuse, or other debris is not abated, controlled, or removed within thirty (30) days of notification, the Board of Trustees will provide for the abatement, control, or removal of the nuisance, and any expenses incurred by the Board of Trustees in performing that task will be entered upon the tax duplicate and will be a lien upon the land from the date of entry.

4. That the property owner or the lien holders may, within the thirty day period after notification, enter into an agreement with the Board of Trustees providing for either the property owner(s) or the Board to perform the abatement, control, or removal. 

E. Said notice, containing the abatement order as described in Section D above, shall be sent to the property owner(s) and all lien holders by certified mail and regular mail with certificate of mailing. If the address of the property owner(s) is unknown and cannot be reasonably obtained, the Board of Trustees will publish the notice once in a newspaper of general circulation in the Township. The Board of Trustees shall also cause a posting of said order to be placed at the property. 

F. If, within thirty (30) days after notice is given, the property owner(s) fails to abate, control or remove the vegetation, garbage, refuse and other debris, or if the property owner(s) fails to enter into an agreement with the Board of Trustees to provide for abatement of the nuisance, the Board of Trustees shall make available funds and take all necessary actions to abate the nuisance. All expenses incurred in abating the nuisance shall be approved by the Board of Trustees and paid from the general fund.

G. Upon having the nuisance abated, the Board of Trustees shall prepare, and the Fiscal Officer shall submit a written report to the Delaware County Auditor. The report shall include a statement of the Board of Trustees’ actions under this Resolution and Ohio Revised Code Section 505.87, as well as a statement of all expenses incurred in providing for the abatement, control or removal of any vegetation, garbage, refuse or debris, including the Board’s charges for its services, notification, the amount paid for labor, materials and equipment along with a proper description of the property. 
H. All formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the passage of this Resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this Board, and all deliberations of this Board and any of its committees that resulted in such formal action were in meetings open to the public in compliance with all legal requirements, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

I. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon adoption.
